KRMCA Residential Concrete Flatwork Certification, Recertification
Over 5 years ago, the KRMCA began to offer training classes and certifications to residential finishers. Approximately 1,000 finishers have attended classes statewide over the past 5 or more years.  Most who attended received a certification based on their attendance, passing a written exam and being recommended by a sponsoring ready mix company.  The certification was valid for 5 years from the date of the class; thus some are expiring.  Some of these previously certified people have inquired as to how they can become recertified under this program.  This generally speaks well of them.

At a recent KRMCA Board of Directors’ meeting, it was approved that these finishers can be recertified by one of two means.  These are:

1. Attend another class (some will be arranged through local groups or companies), and pass a written exam, or

2. Submit a completed standard application from (prepared by the KRMCA staff) through a ready mix company familiar with their work to the KRMCA office along with a completed written test (50 questions.)  A copy of the application form is attached.  It will also be available on the KRMCA web site.

It is up to the ready mix company to decide whether or not a finisher should be granted a certification, or recertification.

It is also up to a ready mix company to initiate communications with previously certified finishers to notify them of recertification provisions, or whether they prefer to wait for a finisher to inquire about recertification.

In addition to completing the mentioned application, the finisher should submit, through the ready mix company, a completed written exam, which is part of a manual they received at the previous class. If they do not have the manual they can obtain one by contacting the KRMCA office.

I am herein requesting to have this certification renewed for a period of 5 years.

I have reviewed the manual prepared by the KRMCA and have answered the fifty (50) questions in this manual.

I have read the contents of this manual and understand the following recommendations therein:

1.) The KRMCA recommendations for the concrete mixture to be used in exterior flatwork subject to freeze thaw conditions.  This mix contains a minimum cementitious content of 564 lbs per cubic yard and a relatively low water content. A water reducer (usually mid range) is necessary to maintain the maximum water content and a reasonable slump (approx. 5 inches) usually desirable for hand finishing.  A target air content of 6 percent is recommended (tolerance of 4 to 8 percent on individual load).

2.) The minimum compressive strength of 4500 psi suggested by ACI in its 332 document for severe freeze thaw conditions, such as those experienced in Kentucky and adjoining states.

3.) The curing procedure which should be used in all exterior flatwork, and the fact that omitting this important step can reduce strength and greatly  reduce resistance to scaling and cause other performance problems.
I also understand other instructions offered in a previous training session (initial certification) regarding the following:

1.) Bull floating should be done before excess bleed water appears.  (Just after strike off) to avoid working the bleed water back into the surface and to avoid trapping bleed water by a sealing of the surface with the bull float.

2.) A Fresno should not be used as a bull float and, if used, only after the surface has been floated and no appreciable water is present on the surface.

3.) The adverse effects of water addition at the job site as contained in a CIP contained in the KRMCA manual.

I have discussed all of the above recommendations and/or instructions with a representative of a ready mix company listed hereafter.
