COMMENTS from Finley Messick, Executive Director

Robbie Robertson, of Concrete Materials, submitted the Kentucky Ready
Mixed Concrete Association’s first two parking lot conversion applications. The
applications will be considered for the parking lot incentive program. This pro-
gram is part of the long term KRMCA Parking Lot Promotion Campaign
launched on September 4, 2007. It rewards a small incentive for KRMCA Mem-
bers that “go the extra mile” to try to convert asphalt parking lots to concrete.

Both conversion applications were done by Concrete Materials salesman
Hank Henson. The first submittal was a car wash in Berea, was completed in
September, and had a total of one hundred fifty yards. The second project was a
restaurant in Richmond, was also completed in September, and had a total of one
hundred twelve yards. Of that, twenty-five yards were pervious concrete. The
confirmation contact for each job was contacted and they verified that the park-
ing lots were converted to concrete.

Now I don’t think Hank will retire on the $52.40 check he will received
from the KRMCA for his hard work, but I don’t think he will complain either.
These are documented cases where our industry was able to find new markets
rather than chase after work that is predetermined to be concrete. | recently ac-
companied one of our members to do a presentation. It was an attempt to convert
a parking lot to concrete which would have taken about six hundred yards on the
project. While you can’t win them all, (we did not get the conversion) you can’t
win any of them if you don’t try. If we had been successful in the conversion the
KRMCA member would have receive a check for $120.00 and that would help
out anyone’s wallet. | also have been contacted by another KRMCA member
who is attempting to do a conversion to concrete parking of approximately 3000
yards. Not only would the KRMCA member be eligible for around a $600.00
check from the parking lot incentive program, he also is finding new market
share for his company.

This was only the first of what | hope will be an overwhelming abundance
of conversion applications. Many KRMCA Members have been supplying pic-
tures and information of concrete parking lots they have done in 2007. This is
only a small portion of concrete parking lots done in Kentucky in 2007, however
it’s still a great start to be able to show to potential clients that concrete parking
lots are a great choice when considering paving options

CONFINED SPACES PERMIT ONLY

Many workplaces contain spaces that are considered “confined” because their configurations hinder the
activities of employees who must enter, work in, and exit them. A confined space has limited or restricted
means for entry or exit, unfavorable natural ventilation, and/or pose serious potential or existing safety or
health hazards. It is not designed for continuous employee occupancy. Confined spaces include, but are not
limited to underground vaults, tanks, storage bins, manholes, pits, silos, process vessels, and pipelines.
OSHA uses the term “permit-required confined space” (permit space) to describe a confined space that has
one or more of the following characteristics: contains or has the potential to contain a hazardous
atmosphere; contains a material that has the potential to engulf an entrant; has walls that converge inward or
floors that slope downward and taper into a smaller area which could trap or asphyxiate an entrant; or
contains any other recognized safety or health hazard, such as unguarded machinery or exposed live wires.
