The City of Frankfort
installed their first
concrete street and
intersection in many years
on Phillips Street in
downtown Frankfort

" | The City of Frankfort just com-
I pleted a concrete street and

intersection project at Collins
and Holmes streets. The concrete street is the first complete street
project in approximately 20 years in Frankfort.

Frankfort Public Works Director Jeff Hackbart and his staff deter-
mined that since they had to put a 4’concrete cap that was 18’
wide over repaired utility cuts they had to perform that they would
go ahead and put in a 6” street that was 22’ wide. This gave them
the concrete cap they needed over the utility cuts and saved them
on paving cost by not having to go back in and pave over the con-
crete cap. Hackbart stated “we were able to save initial repaving
costs by utilizing this process and now the City of Frankfort has a
new street that will last for years and years with little to no mainte-
nance which will save Frankfort taxpayers dollars.”

The City of Frankfort did the Collins street section and got KDOT
Approval for the intersection portion of the project. Local contractor
and KRMCA Member Randle Davies was the contractor on the
project.

Hackbart also stated that the City of Frankfort is pleased with the
project and plan to begin a second concrete street on Broadway
Hill Street next week. Jeff also stated that the City of Frankfort will
look at any upcoming projects to determine whether or not con-
crete could be the right paving solution for the City of Frankfort.

RMC Research & Education Foundation Releases New Pervious
Concrete in Cold Weather Study

Silver Spring, MD — March 1, 2011: The Ready Mixed Concrete (RMC) Research & Education
Foundation is proud to announce the release of the latest addition to its extensive pervious concrete
library of offerings: Performance Fvaluation of In-Service Pervious Concrete Pavements in Cold
Weather. The research, completed at the University of Minnesota, was performed in cooperation with
the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MnDOT) and their Pavement Testing Facility —
MNROAD. It includes a comprehensive evaluation of the use of pervious concrete in cold weather and
examined such issues as impermeability causes, mix design, a rheological study and a pavement
structural analysis. The researchers reviewed previous pervious concrete studies and also made

recommendations for future areas of research on the topic.

“Pervious concrete pavements continue to grow in popularity not only for their fremendous
stormwater management properties, but the numerous other benefits such pavements offer,” said
Foundation Chairman Scott W. Parson, President of Oldcastle Materials Mountain West Division. “The
Foundation funded additional research on the use of pervious concrete to better understand how it
may be both improved and its use expanded, especially given the growing global emphasis on the
need for sustainable construction,” he added. Foundation Executive Director Julie Garbini noted “This
project is another great example of how the Foundation is advancing the concrete industry through
partnering with universities and governmental agencies. Although pervious concrete has been around
for years, with each new research project, we continue to learn more and more about pervious

concrete.”
